MRF  ELECTION DAY WRAP-UP
It’s been one week since the 2010 federal elections, and all but 8 Congressional contests
have been settled. It appears that the motorcyclists of America have fared well. Many
motorcycle-friendly legislators have been elected and re-elected to both the House and the
Senate. With record-breaking attendance at the polls, this year truly was an historic election. 
We at the Motorcycle Riders Foundation (MRF) believe strongly in a working with a
bipartisan Congress that supports the interests of the people of this country. The MRF will
continue to work with both parties for the benefit of the American motorcyclist. 

A couple of races of note included the defeat of House Transportation Chairman James
Oberstar (D-MN), who was a friend of motorcyclists, and the return of Congressman Tim
Walberg (R-MI), who actively rides his motorcycle. 

CALIFORNIA AIR RESOURCES BOARD APPARENTLY COOKS THE BOOKS?
The California Air Resources Board (CARB) grossly miscalculated estimated pollution levels
in a scientific analysis used to toughen the state’s clean air standards, and scientists have
spent the past few months revising the data and planning a significant weakening of the
state’s landmark pollution regulation. 

Apparently the pollution levels were overestimated by 340%, according to CARB. The
estimate was a key part in the creation of a regulation adopted by CARB in 2007. It is
unclear if this was an intentional overestimation or an accidental miscalculation, but the
error mainly affects diesel fuel users with a potential trickle-down effect for all fuel users.

NEW CALIFORNIA MOTORCYCLE EXHAUST SYSTEMS LAW
Recently Governor Schwarzenegger signed a bill (SB 435) into law that targets aftermarket
motorcycle exhaust systems. Law enforcement officers now have the ability to issue “fix it”
tickets to bikes that do not display an EPA-approved stamp, regardless of whether the motor 
is running.  Until this year, motorcycles were exempted from this law.

It is not clear why Schwarzenegger decided to punish motorcycle users who do not have an
EPA stamp. We at the MRF oppose this sort of open-ended legislation, and advocate for the 
use of the newly-approved Society of Engineers (SAE) sound test for on-road motorcycles,
technically known as the J2825 test. 
As always, the MRF will keep you informed of these and any other issues affecting
American motorcyclists.

National Transportat ion Safety Board Calls for Nat ionw ide Helmet Laws
The Motorcycle Riders Foundation reports that the National Transportation Safety Board (NTSB) is calling on all
States that do not have a mandatory helmet law to adopt one. The NTSB has a "top ten most wanted" list that has 
never before addressed motorcycle helmet law, but does now. They are asking for every State to enact
mandatory helmet law for every rider and passenger on every motorcycle.
National Highway Traffic Safety Administration Thumbs Nose at Congress and Discriminates Against
Motorcycles
The Motorcycle Riders Foundation has learned from a source at the US Department of Transportation that they
have funded the motorcycle only roadside checkpoints. 
NHTSA decided to fund the program despite being asked by Congress not to fund the program until the merits
were explained. In a letter sent by James Sensenbrenner, along with ten other Members of the House of
Representatives last month, Sensenbrenner and his colleagues specifically asked NHTSA to respond to the letter
before funding the program, they did not. 
The recipient of the money for the demo project was the Georgia Department of Public Safety, which oversees
the day-to-day operation of the Georgia State Patrol. The Georgia State Patrol will conduct a series of roadside
motorcycle safety checks in accordance with what was outlined in the Request for Applications. The amount of
NHTSA funding is $70,000.00.
"Not only is this an injustice to the motorcyclists of America its a complete waste of taxpayer money." said Jeff
Hennie, Vice President of Government Relations and Public Affairs for the MRF. 
The MRF will keep you informed on this issue and any actions you can take to defend your freedoms, at stake in
Washington. 

US EPA Considers Lowering Motorcycle Sound Emissions Levels
The Motorcycle Riders Foundation (MRF) has learned that the United States Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) has begun collecting data from the industry to consider lowering the allowable decibel level for
motorcycles. Currently the allowable sound any vehicle can generate is capped at 83db.

The EPA has sent letters to nine companies that either import or build aftermarket exhaust systems or complete
motorcycles. This small sample size is troubling for a couple of reasons. First, it is not representative of the much 
larger motorcycling community that will be affected by changing the regulation, rendering the survey results
questionable at best. Second, any time a federal agency wants to spend taxpayer money to survey a group of 10
or more individuals or organizations, they must obtain approval from the US Office of Management and Budget
(OMB). The approval process isn’t easy and can often be drawn out, giving American citizens the right to weigh
in on the agency’s application for permission to survey. However, when an agency only contacts nine
organizations, they don’t have to tell anyone or get permission from the OMB to move forward on the survey,
making the process lack transparency. 

The Motorcycle Riders Foundation is working hard to protect your right to ride free but we need your help now 
more than ever. The first thing you can do is go to www.mrf.org/subscribe.php and sign up to receive the MRF 
alerts. This is a free service and you do not need to be a MRF member. The second thing you can do is renew
your MRF membership.
