Idaho Statutes
TITLE 49
MOTOR VEHICLES
CHAPTER 8
SIGNS, SIGNALS AND MARKINGS 49-802

(e) Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the
driver of a motorcycle approaching an intersection that is
controlled by a triggered traffic-control signal using a vehicle
detection device that is inoperative due to the size of the
motorcycle, shall come to a full and complete stop at the
intersection. If the signal fails to operate after one cycle of the
traffic signal, the driver may proceed after exercising due
caution and care. It is not a defense to a violation of section 49-
801, Idaho Code, that the driver of a motorcycle proceeded
under the belief that a traffic-control signal used a wvehicle
detection device or was inoperative due to the size of the
motorcycle when such signal did not use a vehicle detection
device or that any such device was not in fact inoperative due
to the size of the motorcycle.

Motorcycle riders routinely report being profiled by law enforcement, but a new law in Washington State is intended to prohibit police from singling out bikers for stops
without clear and legitimate reason.

STATES COMBAT MOTORCYCLE -ONLY CHECKPOINTS

Calling motorcycle-only roadblocks discriminatory and unconstitutional, ABATE of California is pushing a bill that would ban state and federal funding of such so-called
3VDIHW\ FKHFENSRLQWV’

New York and Georgia have initiated roadside barricades under the auspices and guidance of NHTSA to coral motorcycle riders en route to major motorcycle events
to check paperwork and equipment for violations, and for other illegal activity.

AB 1047, authored by Kevin Jeffries, Vice Chairman of the Assembly Transportation Committee, would prohibit the CA Office of Traffic Safety (OTS) from issuing
grants to law enforcement agencies to stage Motorcycle-Only Checkpoints and also require the OTS to conduct audits of the safety checkpoint grants to insure that
law enforcement is complying.

Similarly, North Carolina is currently considering two hills (H375 & H381) aimed at preventing law enforcement agencies from establishing patterns for vehicle stops at
checking stations based on a particular type of vehicle.

In Congress, Rep. Tom Petri (R-WI) and some of his colleagues have authored legislation to de-fund the checkpoints. US House Resolution 904 would prevent the
US DOT from providing funds to states which would be used for motorcycle roadblocks.

Motorcyclists across the country are also awaiting a court ruling on the constitutionality of the New York checkpoints, being challenged by N.Y. Aid to Injured
Motorcyclists (A.l.M.) Attorney Mitch Proner, which could wind up on the docket of the U.S. Supreme Court.

MOTORCYCLE FATALITIES CONTINUE DECLINE

Motorcycle fatalities declined in 2010 by at least 2%, according to a new state-by-state report released on April 19 by the Governors Highway Safety Association
(GHSA).

%DVHG RQ SUHOLPLQDU\ GDWD *+6%$fV PRWRUF\FOH IDWDOLW\ UHSRUW SUR M POREWRhe\prEj&iidn G Ha3&bl Kpdn G|H F
data from 50 states and the District of Columbia for the first nine months of 2010. The decline comes on the heels of a 16% drop in 2009, which followed 11 straight
years of steady increases in motorcycle deaths which mirrored annual increases in motorcycle sales and registrations.

GHSA is projecting declines in approximately half of the states, with notable declines in many. In Texas, for example, based upon data for the first nine months of
2010, motorcycle deaths are expected to be down 16%, while Oregon and Oklahoma are down 27% and 30%, respectively.

But fatalities had started to climb back up during the last three months in the study, prompting fears that the improving economy and surging gas prices will lead to
increased motorcycle travel and thus increasing exposure to risk.

NHTSA UPDATES MOTORCYCLE HELMET STANDARDS

The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration has updated the federal motorcycle helmet standards (FMVSS 218) in an attempt to stop riders from wearing non-

to mimic DOT compliance certifications.

Effective immediately under the final rule issued May 13, helmets that conform to Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard No. 218 will carry a sticker with the
manufacturer's name, the helmet model and the words "DOT FMVSS No. 218 Certified." The move to make non-compliant helmets harder to sell comes after the
number of riders sporting novelty helmets increased dramatically in 2010 over 2009.

According to NHTSA statistics, in 2010, only 54% of motorcyclists wore a DOT-approved helmet. Around 14% wore a novelty helmet, and 32% rode without a helmet.
In 2009, those numbers were 67%, 9% and 24%, respectively. In 2010, 75% of riders who did elect to wear a helmet wore a DOT-compliant one. In 2009, that number
was 86%.

NHTSA says 5.2 million helmets are sold annually. Twenty states require all motorcycle riders to wear helmets, but only 13 states specify that the helmets must meet
federal standards.

Motorcyclists in several states have been given a green light to run red lights, and now riders in Kansas can proceed with caution through a stuck signal if it has failed
to change green within a reasonable amount of time because the signal has malfunctioned or failed to detect the cycle.

HB 2192, The Dead Red Law, has been signed into law by Governor Sam Brownback and goes into effect June 1 for intersections across the state with sensors.
Traffic sensors imbedded in the roadway normally tell the light to change when a vehicle approaches, but motorcycles often aren't heavy enough to trigger it, argued
ABATE of Kansas in support of the legislation.

The measure was packaged with a series of road-related measures, including provisions raising the state's maximum highway speed to 75 mph.
Nine other states currently allow motorcyclists to proceed through a signal that fails to detect their presence, and similar legislation is being considered in lllinois
where HB 2860 passed the House 104-0 and is awaiting further action in the Senate.

MOTORCYCLE SALES STOKED BY GAS PRICES
Motorcycle sales in the U.S. rose 7.2% during the first quarter OF 2011, compared with the same period a year earlier, says the Motorcycle Industry Council.
In its retail sales report, which tracks sales among the 18 leading brands sold in the U.S., the industry trade group said scooters posted the biggest sales increase of

nearly 50%. Sales of dual-purpose motorcycles, which are designed for highway and of-URDG XVH URVH DOPRVW DWWULEXWHG LQ
efficiency.

In a separate but related report, a recent survey of Harley-Davidson dealerships suggests that retail sales improved in the first three months of the year. According to
an analysis by Raymond James & Associates, 55% of the dealerships surveyed said they had a year-over-year sales increase in the quarter, and nearly all reported

The MIC also reported that tire sales, which it says are an indicator of motorcycle use, also rose in the first three months of the year. Motorcycle and scooter tire sales
increased 29%, while sales of tires for on-highway bikes rose 28% and scooter tires jumped 49%.

E-CYCLE GROWTH FORECAST

More and more motorcycles and scooters powered by electricity are hitting the road, and some experts predict that the number of electric two-wheel vehicles could
swell to more than 100 million worldwide within the next 5 years.

Currently, there are about 17 million electric motorcycles and scooters on the road, but a new study by Pike Research shows that that the global market could expand
to more than 138 million by 2017.

Motorcycle Fatality study by Lane Triplett of ICMS

For the past few months, | have been gathering data from the State of Idaho Vehicle Collision Reports for
Motorcycles for the years 2009 and 2010. This project began during one of the initial planning sessions for the Idaho
Strategic Highway Safety Plan (SHSP) Motorcycle Safety Committee. One of the strategies outlined was to analyze
the data and identify some of the circumstances FRQWULEXWLQJ WR , GdltieR Yhs BrialygiRis &Werloinl
progress and more information and data will be added as it becomes available.

There were 34 fatalities in 2009 and 28 fatalities in 2010 included in 59 reports. Three reports include 2 victims. Five
of these 62 fatalities were passengers. The following chart is a sampling of causation factors. Some crashes include
one or more factors. While it is possible that some of the single vehicle crashes may have been affected by an
unreported animal or other vehicle, there is no data, physical evidence, or statements within the reports to support
such occurrences. (Note: It is a coincidence that the totals for Single and Multi-vehicle fatalities match the yearly
totals.)

*One of the 12 fatalities that were driver error had contributing line-of-sight issues. The signal operation at that
intersection has since been changed.
**One of these was an intoxicated automobile driver and one rider was under the legal limit at .01.

Of the total 62 fatalities, 43 were identified as rider error and 1 is questionable. This means up to 44 out of 62 were
due to rider error. Eleven of the fatalities are without question the fault of another vehicle operator. This analysis
does not include detailed information on serious injuries, levels of injury (A, B, C) or other involved crashes. There
may be additional reports or information that would indicate the other driver to be at fault in some crashes.

It should be noted that 18 fatalities were out of state riders (16 riders, 2 passengers) and none of their endorsement
information is known at this time. Of the 43 Idaho riders involved in fatal crashes, 26 had their motorcycle
endorsement, and 17 did not. Two of the riders had no G U L Yligedsg\at all, and 2 were riding on suspended
licenses. Of the 43 Idaho riders, only 7 had taken a rider training course and one had failed. In three of these
crashes, the rider survived but the passenger did not.

It is commonly believed that motorcycle fatalities are generally young men on sport bikes and/or riders not wearing
helmets. Here is what the data tell us on these topics:

Of those 36 without helmets, 4 incident reports indicate severe head trauma. Of those 24 with helmets, 4 incident
reports indicate head trauma. Actual causes of death were not available.

Primary conclusions from this initial analysis:
X We (riders) are killing ourselves at a far greater r  ate than we had ever assumed ( 9% +71% rider
error)
69% of victims are over 40 years old and 48% are between the ages of 40 and 59
Corners are the biggest killers  ( §0% run off corner)
39% of involved Idaho licensed riders did not have a motorcycle endorsement
Drugs and alcohol contributed in many cases  ( §819% alcohol/drug involvement by riders )
Driver V. YLRODWLQJ tof-w@ay is o b tcomtibiting factor ( 8.8%)
Only 14% of involved Idaho licensed riders had passed a rider training course

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IDAHO STAR FACT SHEET

The Idaho STAR Program was created by legislation signed on March 30, 1994, and a director was
hired September 1, 1995. Effective July 1, 2009, STAR was moved under the Division of Professional-
Technical Education (PTE) and contracted to the College of Southern Idaho.

1996-2010 Facts:

* Twelve training sites have been established and maintained.

e A total of 180 training motorcycles are owned by the state.

« We have grown an average compounded rate of 16% per year since 1996, while our expenses
have only grown 9% compounded annually.

e 26,210 students have been trained in 2,546 classes by dedicated STAR Instructors.

¢ In 2005, a two year study funded by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA)
ranked Idaho STAR as one of the top two programs in the nation for promising practices in rider
education.

¢ In 2007, the “Think! Look twice for motorcyclists” public service announcement won a national
award. It was developed jointly by STAR and the Idaho Transportation Department and has been
requested for use in many other states.

¢ Areview of all 4,282 motorcycle crashes
statewide from 1996 through 2006 revealed
that 87% of those involved had not attended a
STAR training class. Further research of this
data indicated that STAR training is associated

with a 71% reduced crash risk. There was

also an 81% reduction in the risk of a fatal
crash. In addition, it is estimated that if the 185
“untrained” fatalities had received STAR
training, 159 would not have died.

2010 Facts:

¢ The number of courses offered in 2010 increased 0.8% as compared to 2009.

¢ Over a nine month period, 2,741 students were trained in 268 classes by 68 STAR Instructors who
gave up their weekends to teach on a part time basis.

¢ STAR Instructors trained 5.0% of the estimated 54,568 riders (based on registered motorcycles) in
Idaho.

¢ Marc Santoro joined the STAR team as the Statewide Site Manager.

¢ Over 37 outreach events were staffed by Instructors and staff, reaching an estimated 22,000

people.

¢ STAR staff once again presented at the National Association of State Motorcycle Safety
Administrator’s conference.

¢ Seven Instructors were trained in 2010, bringing the number of Instructors to 68.

¢ STAR trained 2,741 students in 268 classes, bringing the overall total number of students trained in
STAR classes to 26,210.

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Man sentenced to 50 years
for killing motorcyclists

The man who crashed into and Kkilled 4
motorcyclists last summer, Thursday, was
sentenced to 50 years in  prison.

22 year old Andrew Schlictemeier of Murry,
Nebraska pleaded guilty to four counts of
vehicular homicide last month. His blood-alcohol
level was four times the legal limit when he
swerved into on-coming traffic on 1-29 near little
sioux, iowa, and killed the four motorcyclists.

They were returning home from their annual
motorcycle trip to Sturgis, South Dakota.
