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Summary Update on Impaired Riding
By Lane Triplett ICMS

In its last issue the Two Wheel Advocate/ANI Eagle published
a summary of the causes of fatalities in Idaho over the last two
years. As it went to press updated information regarding rider
impairment was provided by the Idaho Transportation
Department. Impairment includes those that had levels of
alcohol above the legal limit and drugs in their systems at the
time of death. In some cases riders that lost their lives to the
action of another driver were under the influence. The
summary had stated that only about 19% of Idaho’s fatal
motorcycle crashes involved impaired riders. This number was
heartening in that the national average runs in the 30
percentile and it was thought that we were doing much better
that that. This new information has revealed the stark reality
that we are not doing much better than the average. ldaho’s
fatal crashes involving impairment for 2009 and 2010 are now
at 29%.

Some of those fatal crashes involved riders that were near or
above double the legal limit and one over 3 times the limit.
Why motorcyclists continue to ride while impaired is
unfathomable. The motor skills necessary to operate a two
wheeled vehicle cannot and should not be impaired at any
level. Government uses serious injury and fatal crash statistics,
regardless of the cause, to tell us that more laws are needed to
curtail the carnage. We oppose any laws that restrict our
freedoms but some riders seem unwilling to take simple basic
steps to help our cause. As many as thirteen riders might not
have lost their lives in the last two years if only they had not
chosen to ride while legally drunk. This would represent a 21%
decrease in fatalities. These numbers would go a long way
towards proving to law and policy makers that we are
addressing our problems ourselves without their so called help.

The ICMS implores all riders to end the all too common
practice of riding while impaired. The best bet is to not do it at
all. If you do drink, do so responsibly and stay under the limit.
Watch your brothers and sisters for excessive impairment and
be willing to say something to them about their condition and
their abilities to ride safely. Don't let them ride impaired. There
are ways available to see to it that your bike is cared for when
you can't ride it.

And remember that the best bet is to never ride impaired

IDAHO Report

When you read this the riding season in Idaho will be just about over. We’ll hunker
down now and begin spending more time with our state legislators in their home
districts until the start of the legislative session that begins on or about January 4, 2012.
Now we discuss what’s on their mind and how those ideas my impact motorcycle
rights and freedoms in the Gems state.

Since the last legislative session the MRO’s in Idaho have been able to study the
FARS (Fatal Accident Reporting System) 2009 & 2010 with regards to motorcycles.
Idaho’s motorcyclists like most riders in the country were under the impression that
most of the motorcycle fatalities were the result of Right of Way violations. The
conclusion of the in depth study by Lane Triplett of ICMS proved something different.

Idaho is unique in that its topography and small population has probably as many
“twisties” per mile per capita of motorcycle riders in the U.S. Most of our miles are put
on our scooters riding two lane roads. What did we find through reviewing the lIdaho
accident reports, WE’RE KILLING OURSELVES. Yes, approximately 70% of the
fatalities were rider error and of those, 40% were running off the road in curves. The
only reason has to be riders riding beyond their level of skill. Whether it’s too much
speed or impairment the rider’s skill level was exceeded.

As mentioned, this is Idaho; we have smaller communities thus fewer intersections for
right of way violations and fewer straight line county roads. Curves are Killing us. 55%
of the fatal accidents were single vehicle (motorcycle only). Three of those, which
were not running off curves, were caused by wildlife.

This analysis has been brought to the attention of both the Idaho Office of Highway
Safety and to the Administrator of Idaho’s STAR program and I am sure that not only
will STAR continue to focus upon skills training for Idaho’s motorcycle riders but in
the future may emphasize riding the “twisties”.

With that said, not only am | sure that focus will be placed on riding in curves. | am
almost 100-% sure it will because of the unique relationship Idaho’s motorcycle riders
have with the governmental agencies in Idaho.

On August 19-21, 2011 representatives from Idaho’s State Highway Safety Plan
(SHSP) Motorcycle Safety Committee presented at the Annual Conference of State
Motorcycle Safety Administrators in Des Moines, Towa. The topic was “Achieving
Results in Motorcycle Safety through Interagency Collaboration.”

Representing the committee at the conference was:
e Lane Triplett (Idaho Coalition for Motorcycle Safety — Bikers’ Rights)
e Cecilia Awusie (Idaho Transportation Dept. — Office of Highway Safety)
e Stacey “Ax” Axmaker (Idaho STAR Program — Rider Education)
e CWa3 Virgel Clark (Gowen Field — Military)

The purpose of the committee (which also includes local and state law enforcement)
was to show others how such collaborations might be assembled and that it is possible
for people that may have different ‘agendas’ to come together to achieve positive
results in the motorcycle safety arena. The majority of states do not, for various
reasons, have this kind of collaboration between organizations and agencies. The
participants were very impressed and interested in learning how they could start
something like this in their state.

Here is comment posted on the ICMS Facebook page following the conference:

“Lane — it was great talking with you this weekend at the SMSA Conf. | really got a lot
out of the breakout sessions you were a part of about what your group was able to do
in Idako. Would love to see that become a national model. Thanks for sharing.”

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Some things about moose, hotdog cart, & ISP

..... What we’ve got here is a..
failure.. to communicate...

Do you remember that famous line from the movie Cool Hand Luke? Let me take
that line and put it to work.

Picture this: You are rolling down the road on your Panhead, doing 70 or 75,
enjoying the wind in your hair and the sunshine, and, maybe, 500 feet ahead you
spot a moose stepping out from behind the tree line on the right side berm and
moving toward for the road. Your first, second, & third thoughts all say the same:
RED ALERT! IMMINENT THREAT!! Slow down, take evasive action, NOW!

The moose is totally oblivious to traffic, cars, or people, but its presence
communicates, non-verbally, in any language, “I big, I'm here, stay clear”. As a
motorcycle rider, you correctly understand the moose’s message and let nature’s
finest beast have its way. That’s a good choice.

Experienced riders know that anything on or along a roadway can be a threat to a
motorcyclist. Unusual things, like a parked car, road trash, pedestrians, bicyclists,
farm machinery, fallen tree limbs, et. must be scrutinized and seen as potential
threats. Animals, cars, or anything in view which moves are class 1 alerts and
require second-by-second monitoring to determine their relative speed, direction,
& probability of intersecting the rider’'s path. At all times, the rider must be thinking
about evasive maneuvers & escape paths for any situation. Riders use their eyes
and brains to judge a possible threat’s relative speed, direction, & location to
assess the level of threat. That's the only communication a rider has to judge
roadway threats or other’s intentions, no matter if it's ISP, a moose, or a hotdog
cart. If it moves, it's a threat.

Consider a non-verbal communication situation | experienced several months ago
while riding west bound on Interstate 90, a few miles west of Cataldo. It was a
bright, sunny, early afternoon and I'm rolling along at 75, with moderate traffic. As
| passed the ‘swamp lake’ along the north side of 190, | spotted an ISP SUV
vehicle about 600 ft or so ahead, backed into a, gravel parking spot, on the right
side berm, perpendicular to and facing the roadway. | noticed the SUV was
slightly in motion, moving toward the highway, so | relaxed the throttle a bit and
proceeded at around 60, while continuously watching for further movement. The
SUV held its position at about 25 ft back from the roadway, but when | got to 150 ft
away, suddenly, the SUV accelerated toward the highway.

My brain screamed “Oh #%$&#, this guy’s pulling out in front of me!” | checked
my left mirror and the left lane was filled with traffic at 75+, including a big pick up
hauling a huge fifth-wheel trailer at my left side. NO place to go! Automatically, |
grabbed brakes & gears and braced for the most certain, impending impact. Well,
the impact never happened, since his SUV stopped suddenly about a foot short of
the roadway pavement. This all happened within 2 seconds and It scared the
scream’n bejeezes out of me. | remember glancing to my right as | passed and
looked into the windshield of the SUV. I'm sure each of us was thinking the same
thought, but from our own perspectives “what the hell’s that guy think he’s doing?”
..... What we’ve got here is a.. failure.. to communicate...

In hindsight, I'm sure the officer had been jockeying his SUV to go in pursuit of a
bad guy and was anxiously waiting for a gap in traffic. I'm certain he was (and is)
oblivious the communication he had been sending me by his movements. Indeed,
several miles down the road he had a car pulled over.

| have thought about the event at some length and pondered whether | would or
could respond differently under the same circumstances, again. The answer still
comes up the same. Natural, defensive instincts rarely can be overpowered.
Besides, paranoia is a healthy trait for living bikers.

In both my professional world and my biker world | often find
myself discussing the many successes those of us involved in
motorcycle rights have enjoyed over the years in the political,
regulatory, and bureaucratic arenas. The discussion often leads to
how we do it. How we stop federal helmet amendments dead in
their tracks, how we get federal grants for motorcycle safety to the
tune of 25 million dollars, how we prohibit federal agencies from
lobbying with our taxpayer dollars, hinder motorcycle specific
discrimination, how we get an audience with the top officials in the
country and in some cases the developed world regarding
important motorcycle issues such as health insurance, motorcycle
safety recommendations, motorcycle manufacturing regulations,
how we get exceptions to regulations no ones else gets, how we
create federal motorcycle advisory councils, how we get into all
those important meetings in the United States and Europe
regarding anything motorcycle, how we have achieved unequaled
access to local, state, and federal politicians with a wide reaching
and impactful influence? And on top of the federal victories are
literally hundreds more biker victories each year back in our home
states. | love explaining how the system works, both the process
and the relationships key to it, and the fact that we can and do
routinely get laws made or stopped on our behalf. Myself like a
majority of you live and breathe this stuff and realize this all comes
from twenty and in some cases thirty years of the most dedication,
fiercest determination, highest level of passion and integrity, and
the strongest desire to do the right things for motorcycles, but how
does one explain that to those not in the arena.

State Representative Seth Grove (R-Dover Township) has introduced legislation aimed at increasing motorcycle
safety by requiring riders to get a motorcycle license rather than continuously reapplying for a motorcycle learner's
permit.

Currently, an aspiring rider can get a permit after passing a written test, which is good for a year to allow
motorcyclists to legally ride and gain experience until they get their motorcycle license. However, some riders
reapply to renew the permit year after year rather than getting a full license, Rep. Grove said.

Under Grove's proposal, a rider would only be allowed to reapply for a learner's permit three times in 10 years.

"The purpose is to make people get the license," stated Grove, adding that more motorcyclists taking the skills tests

If a rider doesn't get a license within 10 years of receiving the first permit, he or she wouldn't be able to get another
permit for seven years. The bill was referred to the transportation committee earlier this year and is expected to be
addressed this fall.

ILLINOIS GOVERNOR SEEKS CHANGES TO RED LIGHT BILL

lllinois motorcyclists who get stuck at red lights will remain stuck a while longer, as Governor Pat Quinn has vetoed
legislation that would have made it legal to proceed through a red light that does not detect motorcycles.

However, the bill may yet become law if legislators agree to make some changes. lllinois has what is called an
Amendatory Veto, wherein the governor can reject a bill as presented for signing, but with changes requested that, if
met, will win his signature.

As written, House Bill 2860 sponsored by Senator Gary Forby (D-Benton) and Representative Daniel Beiser (D-
Alton), specifies that motorcyclists could run red lights "after a reasonable period of time." Quinn objected that such
ZRUGLQJ LV WRR VXEMHFWLYH DQG 3LWV LQWHUSUHWDWLRQ FRXOBeYDU\ IURP LQGLYLGXDO WR LQGLYLGXD@ D
asked that the bill be changed to specify that the motorcyclist must wait two minutes.

MOTORCYCLE-ONLY CHECKPOINTS CHALLENGED IN NEW YORK

On Monday, August 29, 2011, Robert "Prospector” Boellner, State Legislative Coordinator for ABATE of New York,
Inc., and NCOM Region VIII Director, met with a representative from the New York State Attorney General's office to
discuss the ongoing motorcycle-only vehicle checkpoints.

Since May 2008, ABATE has publicly expressed its opposition to New York State's tactic of conducting highway
roadblocks which divert only motorcyclists from the state's roadways for the purpose of conducting "safety checks".

Because motorcycles operated in New York State are already required to pass annual safety inspections, the
ongoing New York State Police initiative serves only to harass, intimidate and inconvenience motorcyclists traveling
upon the state's roadways. Further, motorcycle-only roadblocks conducted in the name of "safety checks" are a
discriminatory and unconstitutional infringement upon an individual's right to travel without interference, and an
abuse of discretionary power as acknowledged by the New York State Court of Appeals.

The Office of the Attorney General was reportedly receptive to Prospector's request of an investigation into the
actions of the New York State Police, and a reporting mechanism has now been implemented for direct complaints
of motorcyclist profiling.

6 MILLIONTH MOTORCYCLIST GRADUATES FRO M RIDER TRAINING

The Motorcycle Safety Foundation recently graduated its six millionth RiderCourse student, a milestone reached
through the ongoing efforts of nearly 10,000 RiderCoaches at more than 2,000 training sites worldwide.

"We have RiderCourses across the nation and around the globe, often during weekdays, and virtually every
weekend of the year," said Robert Gladden, vice president of the Motorcycle Safety Foundation, adding that a wide
variety of MSF Rider Courses are available in every state to provide motorcyclists everywhere with lifelong learning
opportunities.

"From the Basic RiderCourse to a much more advanced day on the track, from standard motorcycles to scooters to
three-wheel motorcycles, from small bikes to large, we cover it all," said Dr. Ray Ochs, MSF director of training
systems.

In addition, the MSF collaborates with safety professionals worldwide. For example, the MSF is currently helping
establish rider training in the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan. The MSF works with all branches of the U.S. Armed
Services to support riders in the military. And the Foundation also works with world champion road racers on track-
based programs that improve rider safety everywhere.
