Texting bans will most likely be legislated this up coming session which
begins about January 6, 2011. The existing distracted driving statute is difficult to
enforce/prosecute without some result occurring from the distracted driving .

Safety and Education: 2010 funds, the motorcycle gas tax portion of the
Highway transportation funds we pay every time we buy a gallon of gas was spend
on, the awareness postcards, the amber alert bill board messages, PSAs and the
education DVD. Approximately $40,000 still remains and will stay with us and not
given up. Once it is given to the states it does not dissolve because it wasn't spent.
This is good.

By Laws: The by laws have been proefad with the new revisions as
approved by the chapters and the new edition will be put on the web site and
an e-mail copy will be distributed to the chapter coordinators who will see that
it is available to all chapter members who want a copy.

Products: They're in the ABATE trailer.

Guest Speaker was Lane Triplett the chairman of ICMS. Lane spoke about
legislation (covered above) and the recently published statistics from the Idaho
Transportation Departments Office of Highway Safety and the Economics and
Research Section of same. The number of motorcycle crashes decreased in
2009 by 16% but fatalities increased 17%. Of al the motorcycle crashes in
2009 87% received some sort of injury.

Of dl motorcycle crashes 10% involved impaired motorcyclists, while 24% of
al fatal crashes involved impaired motorcyclists .Over half (53%) of dll
motorcycle crashes were single vehicle accidents and 52% of fatal crashes
were single only vehicle accidents. And lastly 52% of the those killed in
crashes were 50 years or older. 48 % of the operators and passengers involved
in accidents were wearing helmets.

On going Business:

Friendship run: The city of Orofino counted 121 motorcycles in
town that weekend. ABATE and the run was well received. The city wants to
be more involved with advertising the event. We'll invite them to participate.
The party was hardy but everyone was well behaved. There were no problems

in town. The boys from south Idaho know how to party. The “ride for the curg

boys rode in all the rodeo events. A good time was had by all. We need to
bring more riders from ALL parts of Idaho.

Spring Opener: A motion was made and approved to form a
standing committee with Scott Storch of St. Joe chairing the committee and
responsible for advertising.

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MRF MEETING OF THE MINDS 2010

On September 23" the Motorcycle Riders Foundation held its annual
national conference in Peoria, lllinois. The conference covered three days
and was attended by more than 400 motorcycle activists with more than 29
states being represented. I'm proud and grateful to have represented the
Great State of Idaho at such a worthwhile exchange of ideas. The meeting
opened with a representative of each state in attendance explaining what the
state’s Motorcycle Rights Organizations had worked on during the past year
and what was presently going on with their state governments. I'm glad to
say that | had little to say but | did let the audience know that we, in Idaho
were engaged with our legislators and are prepared for the up coming
legislative session.

The Friday general session brought us up to date on the Federal legislation;
Right to Repair bill, HIPPA Clarification ACT (HR1253), Federal Highway
Bill, consumer protection “Lead Bill” (HR1587), and a new one to take away
our lanes of travel by dedicating existing highway lanes to buses taxis and
other forms of mass transit, (SB1619). This last one has no House bill at this
time and it is urged that you contact your representative to oppose this
legislation. It will only cause increased congestion and traffic delays as it
would put more vehicles in fewer available lanes. Also it should be noted
that the discussion accompanying the Federal Highway Bill is to
mandate a universal helmet law.

State and federal legislative awards were presented for the work on
motorcycle rights. Some of the accomplishments highlighted were
Massachusetts’s defeat of 17 different local noise ordinances, lllinois
defeated 7 separate helmet bills, and South Carolina overturned the Myrtle
Beach helmet ordinance. Both New Hampshire and Utah defeated the law to
mandate the EPA stamp on exhaust pipes. (This law such as this was
signed into law in California on 9/28/10.) I'm sure glad Idaho isn't in
consideration for any of these awards.

All of the MRF members and State Motorcycle rights activists in Idaho can
take pride is being part of a very successful state’s right organization. The
Idaho Coalition for Motorcycle Safety (ICMS) was awarded the Annual Ron
Shepard Memorial Safety Award for exceptional work in our state for
motorcycle safety and awareness. This was a clear acknowledgement of all
the effort put forth for motorcycle freedoms. ICMS was also acknowledged
for the avid financial support given to members of the MRF board and
attendees. Yours truly, your Idaho State Representative to the MRF, Dave
Cazel, was awarded a certificate for being the third most highly productive
MRF State Rep in the U.S. for recruiting. This was the second year | was
acknowledged for this effort.

Idaho also sponsored one of the three Recipients of the Young Activist
Scholarship from the Motorcycle Rights Foundation Awareness and
Education (MRFA&E). This young motorcycle rider Jeremiah Parent from
south Idaho is quite active in the rights movement in the Boise area. | might
add as a side note that the last YAS recipient from Idaho is our Asst. Rep to
the MRF from Idaho, Justin “Kid" Crawford.

Deb Buttita, from Arizona and the President of the MRFA&E gave the
attendees an update on the foundation’s development and marketing. Long
time motorcycle rights activist from Idaho and founding member of the ICMS,
former MRF Board member Chuc Coulter retired as the Treasurer of
MRFA&E after more than 25 years of activism.

Replacing Chuc on the board of MRFA&E is our own, Stacey “Ax” Axemaker,
admistrator of the Idaho motorcycle education organization, STAR (Skills
Training Advantage for Riders). This is an exceptional example of how Idaho is
helping to lead the way with the rights, freedoms and education throughout the
entire movement.

Also on Friday all the State Reps and the executive officers from the SMROs in
attendance in conjunction with the MRF Board formulated the 2011 legislative
agenda for the MRF. As soon as the formal language of the agenda is
published | will forward it to all SMROs and MRF members.

Saturday was just as busy and filled with the dissemination of exceptional
material to the activists. The day started off with a presentation by “Slider”
Gilmore from lowa. The presentation titled Blue Haired Old Ladies, Road
Alligators and Tar Snakes; What every Street Smart Rider Should Know
highlighted many of the commonsense applications of riding that are often
overlooked by riders, both experienced and novice: Review your insurance for
underinsured and uninsured coverage, don’'t pass in intersections, take rider
education courses, good breaking techniques, impaired riding, heat stroke
(hyperthermia), extreme chilling (hypothermia), riding the “Twisties” and
practice, practice, practice all the time.

The breakout session | attended that had the most impact regarding the
evolving motorcycle right movement was the session entitled “Club Meeting”.
The session was chaired by Still Ray. Still Ray is a charter member of ABATE
of Arizona, former chairman of ABATE of Arizona MMA member, AMA
member Arizona Asst MRF state Rep Chairman of the Arizona Confederation
of Motorcycle Clubs, Political Committee Chairman for the Arizona
Confederation of Motorcycle Clubs, managing editor of the Arizona
Spokesman and charter member and President of the Journeymen M/C.
THAT'S SOME CREDS!M!!' The MRF has formed a working committee to
develop a working framework with the Coalition of Clubs (COCs) throughout
the US and within NCOM to bring a fundamentally stronger partnership with
the motorcycle rights movement. | have volunteered to work this committee at
large. The MRF is soliciting COCs as Sustaining States Motorcycle Rights
Organizations (SSMROs) This will meld the PROACTIVE facets of the MRF
with the REACTIVE structure of the NCOM. | would expect the membership
numbers of the MRF to increase as a result of this effort and add strength in
numbers to the states’ ABATE Chapters. The attendees to the breakout
session were members of nationally known M/C/s, members of the NCOM
Board and members of the NCOM legislative affairs committee. It was truly
and example of forward thinking. It was said “We're all on the same road but
maybe in different lanes and going different speeds, but we're going in the
same direction to the same end.”

The MRF Reps in attendance had a meeting among themselves and and
planned nd discussed recruiting, its tools and the website. Also discussed was
the fact the anyone who is a member of the MRF can recruit new members
and if a member does bring in a new member the recruiting member will
receive a $5.00 discount from the renewal for the following year.

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Congress me mbers urge U.S. transportation S ecretary to
suspend Funding for motorcycle -only law enforcement checkpoints

PICKERINGTON, Ohio -- Federal lawmakers have sent a letter to U.S. Transportation
Secretary Ray LaHood asking him to suspend a grant program that provides money for
law enforcement agencies to set up motorcycle-only traffic checkpoints, the American
Motorcyclist Association (AMA) reports.

In a letter dated Sept. 30, House members told LaHood that safety-related funds would
be better spent in other areas to improve motorcycling safety. Rep. Jim Sensenbrenner
(R-Wis.) drafted the letter and then circulated it to his congressional colleagues for
signatures before sending it to LaHood.

Besides Sensenbrenner, those who signed the letter are Reps. Thomas Petri (R-Wis.),
Walter Jones (R-N.C.), Aaron Schock (R-ll.), Doug Lamborn (R-Colo.), Thaddeus
McCotter (R-Mich.), Paul Ryan (R-Wis.), Denny Rehberg (R-Mont.), Lee Terry (R-
Neb.), Ron Paul (R-Texas) and Joe Wilson (R-S.C.).

Sensenbrenner and the other lawmakers want LaHood to suspend the Motorcycle Law
Enforcement Demonstrations Grant program run by the National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration (NHTSA), which is an agency of the federal Transportation
Department. Under the grant program, NHTSA plans to award up to $350,000 in total -
- to be divided among as many as five law enforcement agencies -- to set up traffic
checkpoints that target motorcyclists.

The demonstration program is modeled after a controversial program conducted in
New York where the state police set up a series of checkpoints that targeted only
motorcyclists, raising the ire of the AMA and motorcycling community. In 2008, for
example, New York State Police announced plans to set up 15 checkpoints near
motorcycling events that summer.

"Crash prevention must be the primary source of safety," the lawmakers told LaHood
in the letter. "With that being said, why does NHTSA continue to focus on secondary
factors that do not prevent motorcycle crashes?"

The AMA fully supports the congressional letter to LaHood. The AMA earlier formally
questioned the potential discriminatory and legal nature of the grant program. On Aug.
9, the AMA sent a letter to NHTSA Administrator David Strickland urging him to
suspend the grant program until questions have been addressed. To read the letter,
click here:

While law enforcement officials may defend the program as a safety measure to
decrease motorcycle crashes, injuries and fatalities, there is no proof that it's effective,
said Ed Moreland, AMA senior vice president for government relations. In fact, the
practice has upset motorcyclists nationwide.

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STAR Newsletter Riding Tips
Maximum Braking: One of the most needed riding skills

The ability to stop your motorcycle in the shortest
distance is critical to crash avoidance. Whether a
mistake was made by the driver, the rider, or both,
having the ability to use the brakes to their fullest
capacity can often prevent a crash, an injury, or maybe
even a fatality. Unfortunately, far too many riders fail to
practice their braking to keep those skills sharp. Here
are a few of the myths and realities of maximum
braking:

MYTH: “Stay away from the front brake.”

REALITY: The front brake provides the majority of your
stopping power (especially in a quick stop). Using only
the rear brake leads to very long stopping distance and
often a collision with whatever is in front of you.

MYTH: “I had to lay it down to avoid the crash.”

REALITY: Laying it down IS a crash. And, once you are
sliding on the side of your bike, you have no control of
your direction and the ability to use the brakes is gone.
Staying upright and using maximum braking as long as
you can is the best way to maintain control, get your
speed down, and minimize (or even prevent) the crash.

MYTH: “If you lock the rear wheel, keep it locked,
because you can control a rear wheel skid.”

REALITY: A skidding tire has less traction than a rolling
tire. In other words, it's going to take you longer to stop.
But the biggest problem with keeping the rear wheel
locked is that you give up control. With a skidding rear
tire you can't change direction, and you can't change

speed (and | think you would agree that the ability to
adjust speed and direction as needed is a good
definition of ‘control’). The method we recommend for
dealing with a rear wheel skid is to immediately release
the rear brake (before the rear tire has a chance to
move to one side) and then reapply.

Go out and practice your braking skills regularly. Make
an event out of it — get a few of your fellow riders
together and do it as a group. How many times does it
have to prevent a crash (and maybe save your life) to
be worth it? Here are some stopping standards for you
to consider and some targets to shoot for when
practicing:

Some minimum standards for stopping performance:

20mph - 23 feet
25 mph - 31 feet
30mph - 44 feet

Skilled riders should be a ble to stop their motorcycles
in less distance:

20mph - 15 feet or less
25 mph - 20 feet or less
30mph - 30 feet or less

RIDE SAFE By Chuc Coulter

Every year the Idaho Transportation
Department (ITD) publishes its statistics
reflecting traffic crashes, and more
particularly, motorcyclists in crashes. Last
year, in 2009, 34 motorcyclists (riders or
passengers) lost their lives in crashes. This
was an increase over 2007 and 2008 of 29
each year. This was not a function of
increase in motorcycle registrations as it
went down 12.9%. It was not a function of
the increase in the number of crashes as
that went down 15.8%.

So what is it? Even though we have
experienced a significant increase in efforts
to make the general traffic public aware of
motorcycles, and that may be working, the
numbers tell us that 24% of those fatalities
involved impaired motorcyclists and 52% of
those fatalities were single-vehicle crashes.
Are we killing ourselves?

Is it a lack of skills, trained skills? Some of it
may be so. The published statistics from ITD
do not provide that information.

The Idaho STAR motorcycle training
program has attempted to track that and did
so covering 1996 through 2006. (See
www.idahostar.org). That effort shows that
of 4,282 motorcycle crashes, 875 had not
had training; thats STAR training is
associated with a 71% reduced crash risk
and an 81% reduction in risk of a fatal crash.
Those numbers indicate that if the 185
“untrained” fatalities had training, 159 would
not have experienced the fatalities.

So if we continue the public awareness
of motorcycles program; if we get rid of the
impaired riding; if we take seriously the skills
training that is available to riders so we don't
crash ourselves in single-vehicle accidents,
the number of fatalities could be more like 6
to 10. And even that may be too much. The
side benellts of such decisions and a plan
by each rider are endless. It looks like the
biggest factor is what each rider decides.
Let's do our part to reduce crashes and
fatalities this year. Ride safe and sober.

Idaho Transportation Dept. Table 39 shows data for motorcyclists involved in crashes from 2005 to
2009. The number of motorcycle crashes decreased in 2009 by 16%, but motorcycle fatalities
increased 17%.. Of all motorcyclists involved in crashes in 2009, 87% received some degree of injury.
Of all motorcycle crashes, 10% involved impaired motorcyclists, while 24% of fatal motorcycle
crashes involved impaired motorcyclists.

Just over half (53%) of all motorcycle crashes were single-vehicle crashes and 52% of fatal
motorcycle crashes involved only a single motorcycle. Of the motorcyclists killed in 2009, 52% were
over 50 years old. While Idaho law requires all motorcycle operators and passengers under the age

motor vehicles that cause the death or serious injury to other operators,
passengers or pedestrians through violations by distracted or inattentive driving?

4. Would you support a bill requiring that all cargos be covered to prevent
spilling, EXCLUDING forest products and/or agriculture?
